

Application Procedure for Kumamoto University（KU） 

2018-2019 Short-term Exchange Program 
(Undergraduate level, fall semester 2018)

1. Eligibility
· Applicants should be non-Japanese full-time undergraduate students (junior in principle) at universities that have international student exchange agreement with Kumamoto University (KU).
※Applicants who will graduate from their home university before the exchange starts or will graduate before the end of exchange period are not eligible. 

· Applicants for J Course must have Japanese proficiency equal to JLPT N3 or above.
· Applicants for E Course must have English proficiency equal to TOELF iBT61 or above, exclusive of English native speaking applicants. If applicant do not have TOEFL iBT score, equivalent TOEIC, IETLS score is acceptable. Non-official English score will not be accepted.
· Applicants should be physically and emotionally capable of completing their studies.
2. Required Documents

1 Application for Kumamoto University Short-Term Exchange Program (For Undergraduate)
※Fill out EXCEL file
2 Certificate of Enrollment (issued by home university)
3 Academic Record (official home university transcript) of the most recent academic year
4 Letter of recommendation (from applicant’s academic supervisor or a faculty member who know him/her well) 
5 Health certificate (use KU format)
6 Application for Certificate of Eligibility (COE) form (3 pages in total)
7 Certificate of financial support (certificate of bank account balance, certificate of income, etc.)
8 Application for the International House 

9 Four ID photographs (40mm×30mm) (please write your name on the back side, attach 1 to program application form, 1 to COE form)
10 A copy of the first page of applicant’s passport
11 Certificate of language proficiency 

※please prepare all documents in A4 size in Japanese or English. Do not use stapler 
3. Submission and Deadline
Please submit required documents to person in charge of overseas study programs at your home university. Documents should be sent to KU via your home university’s personnel by deadline. We do not accept documents submitted directly by applicants in person.
